The castle houses a collection of lapidary 
art, while a series of wall paintings can be found in the 
keep. From the top of the ramparts you can look out 
across the Pyrenees and the Montagne Noire mountain 

range, the narrow streets of the medieval town and the 
surrounding neighbourhoods.

The monument has served as a filming location for many 
films, including Robin Hood: Prince of Thieves, Destiny 
and Les Visiteurs.
